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Dear Angus Breeders,

We are again underway to select cattle for this year’s edition of the CASCADE SPECTACULAR Female Sale. On behalf of the
Oregon Angus Association, we would like to invite you to participate.

In this package, you will find entry forms and sale information for this year’s auction. The event will be held October 23
and 24t at the Deschutes County Fairgrounds facility in Redmond, Ore. The weekend format will be a 2-day event with the
sale on Saturday afternoon, October 23 and the Jackpot Show and Heifer Futurity on Sunday, October 24th. Steers are
accepted in the Sale and the same entry form is used.

Here are just a couple of considerations when determining your consignments for this year’s event:

Consider the pe di gree and br eedi n-gWeykoow thateattlensdredkbe A.li bally sell for more
money, plain and simple. We're the first to acknowledge that there are herd sires in the West with more quality than
some of the A.L bulls being used, but buyers still lean towards genetics that they are more familiar with. We do accept
cattle by natural service sires, but keep in mind; we are looking for quality. The same philosophy works for sale
consignments that are bred. Being bred to an A.L sire will usually add $300-$500 to a sale heifer over another bred to
a herd bull. Additionally, choose cattle that are bred up “early”. This will show buyers that your stock is
reproductively sound and from your “top-end” of fertility. There is no market for a cow calving in June or November.

Docility means Dollars - Many junior heifer buyers will show sale cattle in the Futurity the next day. Many consider
the level of “broke-ness” to be their first criteria. The same can be applied to our loose bred heifers and cows. No one
wants a cow that will “re-do” their fences. REMEMBER: Junior buyers that purchase eligible futurity heifers may show
in the futurity show Sunday. Special premiums for the futurity show include $2,000 for Champion and $1,000 for
Reserve.

Photographs of Sale Cattle - From past sales, we can easily say that animals with superior photos always generate
more interest and phone calls than ones with poor or no photos. If you would like hired photography done by John
Dickinson, feel free to contact him at (916) 806-1919. He will be traveling the Northwest in late July and early August.
He is currently putting together area schedules, so if you have need photographs, call soon to get on his agenda.

Our main goal is to market your cattle at the best possible price while keeping sale costs as reasonable as possible. In order
to put together a successful auction with an efficient budget, we need an inventory of sale consignments as early as we can.
We also need each consigner to send their entry and futurity fees in with their entry forms and appreciate your efforts in
this regard. Please review the entry forms and rules, and feel free to call with any questions or concerns.
