By signing page 2 of these Terms & Conditions each consigner agrees to the following:

All entries will be screened by the Selection Committee for acceptance into the 2010
Cascade Spectacular Sale and, if accepted, will be sold in this sale without reservation of any
kind.

A $200 entry fee is required per entry. If the Committee does not accept an entry, the entry
fee is forfeited. All Oregon Angus Association members and Angus Breeders from
throughout the West are eligible to participate in the 2010 Cascade Spectacular Sale.

Sale costs for each consigner will be as follows:

Entry fee $200 per lot, applied to the pro-rated sale costs.

5% commission to the Sale Management, subject to minimum
1% commission to the Auctioneer, subject to minimum

1% commission to the Oregon Angus Association

All consigners must be members of the Oregon Angus Association. To join prospective
consigners may contact the Association Secretary, Debi Crawford-Lucas, at (541) 504-0542
or 16065 SW Alfalfa Rd, Powell Butte, OR 97753.

Consigners may consign as many entries as they wish; all entries are subject to acceptance
by the Selection Committee.

Consigners may consign as many entries as they wish and leave the choice of animal(s) to
the discretion of the Selection Committee. To do so, consigners must indicate the total
number of animals entered fill out an entry form for each animal as well as pay the required
entry fees for the number of consignments indicated.

Females selling as bred must be pregnancy checked by an accredited veterinarian within 30
days prior to the sale day and the veterinarian’s statement on the female’s pregnancy status
must be submitted to sale management by sale day.

In order to be eligible for the futurity class, animals must be born on or after January 1,
2009.

All 2009 & 2010 females are encouraged to be haltered, however halters are not
mandatory. All 2009 & 2010 females will be assessed a $50 Futurity fee that will go
towards the premiums of the Futurity Show to be held October 24, 2010. The futurity fee
must be submitted with the entry form in addition to the entry fee.

There will be no show connected with the sale. The Sale Manager or designee will
determine the sale order.

Signed original registration papers, must be sent to the Sale Management along with your
entry form, entry fee and futurity fee (if applicable).

Animals that pass through the sale ring but are “NO SALES” must pay “NO SALES”
commission, at normal commission rates, and applicable pro-rated sale costs. Entry fees
are not refundable.

All entries that a consigner would like considered by the Selection Committee must be
submitted to Parnell Dickinson, Inc., 2095 Bandos Lane, Auburn, CA 95603 or faxed to
(530) 392-3396 along with your $200 entry fee per entry no later than August 15, 2010. If
entry fee does not accompany entry form the Committee will bypass your entry.

. All consigners must abide by the terms and conditions printed in the sale catalog.

All calves must be registered at an early age to facilitate having the catalog printed. No
proceeds will be dispersed to a consigner whose paperwork and papers are not 100%
complete.

Entry forms, entry fees and registration papers must be received by sale management no
later August 15, 2010 in order to be eligible for the auction. Animals that are eligible for the
futurity must provide the above along with the futurity fee no later than August 15, 2010 to
be eligible for the auction and futurity.

All transactions are between buyer and seller. Consigners will be paid for consignments
only after the funds have been received from the purchaser and cleared the bank. Proceeds
collected sale day and that clear the bank are expected to be disbursed within 30 days.
However, additional time may be needed to close the sale bills. Parnell Dickinson, Inc.
assumes no liability for any uncollected funds or funds that are slow in being collected.
Consigners acknowledge that knowing this, they can withdraw their consignments from
this sale prior to sale time but will still be liable for pro-rated auction costs up to the point
of withdrawal.
